I visited the night 

market in Chamorro Village in Hag¬t¶a (ha got 

nya). The night market is small but it has a lot of 

interesting things to buy and eat.

First, you buy a coconut 

and drink the water from it. Then, you give the co-

conut back to the vendors, they cut it in half, scrape 

out the flesh and put soy sauce and wasabi on it. 

This is perfect for vegetarians like me because I 

donôt eat fish. It tastes really good! Barbecue is al-

so popular at the night market!
